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Read the following passage and learn about Korean traditional sports.
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Ssireum is a Korean traditional sport which men have enjoyed since the ancient
time. The game was played usually on Dano (May 5th according to the lunar calendar)
or on Chuseok (August 15th according to the lunar calendar), and the strongest men
from each province gathered on the day of the game. Ssireum is played with two
people--they seize the thigh band and use techniques and power to make the other
side fall down. The person whose any part of the body higher than the knee touches
the ground loses. While the players contended, the villagers would gather to watch
and cheer. The game was played as a tournament, and the player who won at the
end received a bull as a prize. Ssireum matches are being hold even these days on

holidays such as Chuseok.
